
 

Two important information 

resources within our library are  

online databases, Novelist, and 

EBSCO Host, which can be ac-

cessed (with a username and 

password) from any computer 

that has internet service. EB-

SCO Host provides access to 

over 700 current magazines, 

newspapers, encyclopedias, and 

additional collections. Novelist 

provides reviews and other in-

formation on fiction and non-

fiction books.  The library would 

like to thank the Kiwaniis club 

for funding these databases.  

The library  has been awarded 

$1,600  by the Illinois State Li-

brary (ISL), a division of the Of-

fice of Secretary of State, using 

funds provided by the Institute of 

Museum and Library Services 

(IMLS), under the federal Library 

Services and Technology Act 

(LSTA).  These funds are sup-

porting a free afterschool Library 

Club, nicknamed by it’s members 

BOOKWORMS.  The club meets 

with Mrs. Varga, from 3:00 to 

4:00, on every Friday that stu-

dents are in attendance.  Our 

members have been busy creat-

ing displays in the library, pro-

moting the Caudill Election, and 

choosing new books for the li-

brary using a part of the grant 

funds.  They are currently learn-

ing how to process these books, 

and are doing all the work them-

selves.  Once a month they are 

treated to special snacks and fun 

activities as a thank you for all 

their hard work. The BOOK-

WORMS have been surveyed 

and say that they are enjoying 

the club and making lots of new 

friends.  What would they 

change?  They jokingly say they 

want more food and more music.
